Murashko M.: The dance is attractive, but the lexicon is very monotonous.

Gubin O.: Interesting work.

Filatov S.: Not a bad dance composition and a good performance. But I would like to see individual plastic characters of the 5 performers. There was also a little lack of brightness in regard to emotional expressiveness.

Gerasimova Y.: In the folk dance category the group is very strong, but in the modern genre it seems a bit weaker. It is necessary to saturate the dance with lexicon, combination, because there is too much running, and the pulse is not felt. And a pulse can speed up, slow down or stop ...

Shershnyov V.: Superb music of Piazzolla brings the spectators to the Argentine tavern. There is an atmosphere and mood in the dance. But I’d like to see, hear at least one citation (the bright movement tango), contrast of figurative characteristics, mood of the heroes!

Bogoyavlenskaya T.: The performers demonstrated fluency in the technique of modern dance. “Pulse of Buenos Aires” clearly sounded in the music, and its character can be emphasized stronger in the dance, too. But, in general, almost everything is well in this nomination, too.
